4. Schoolwide Homework Collection and Follow-up Policy

implemented the following policy: 

(3) Standardized Homework Collection 

➢ S.1 to S.4: Students must submit their homework to the subject coordinator by the second recess each 

day. Late or missing submissions will be recorded accordingly. 

➢ S.5 to S.6: Subject teachers will handle cases of late or missing homework directly. 

(4) Homework Follow-up Class 

Students who fail to submit homework on time are required to stay after school on the same day for a 

follow-up session. Dismissal will be at 4:30 p.m. Parents will be notified via the Grwth platform. To help 

students adjust to the new academic year, those who submit homework late during September will receive 

guidance from teachers without needing to stay after school. Starting from 2 October (Thursday), students 

who do not submit homework on time must attend the follow-up session on the same day. 
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5. Friday Extended Classes 

To promote students’ holistic and balanced development, the school will offer extended classes on the 

following Fridays.
